Rotary Disaster Grants at work in Ukraine

Natalia Perehrestenko’s life
changed forever on 16
March 2022. That's when
her home in the Ukrainian
village of Moshchun was
demolished by a Russian
attack. Today,
Perehrestenko and her
family are back in
Moshchun. They're even
living on their own land, in a
modular house donated by
Rotary members.

Rotary districts around the world have used disaster
response grants totaling nearly US$1 million to donate
76 of the small structures, mostly for use in Moshchun.
The effort supports jobs in Ukraine and is sustainable
because the structures can be repurposed. But most
important, the modular homes have made a swift and
significant impact on people’s lives — and are creating a
sense of hope.
