African Musical Instrument

From 1982-84, T.O. Williams served as the U. S. Chief
of the Office of Military Cooperation with the
Government of Sudan and the Senior U. S. Defense
Representative in Eastern Africa. This guitar-like
musical instrument was a gift by a Dinka tribesman
from the Juba area in Southern Sudan. T.O never
heard anyone play it, and it probably is more valuable
as a decoration than centerpiece of a band.

During his tour of duty in Sudan, Africa (1982-84),
T.0. Williams bought this old sword at a Suk (market
much like a flea market) in Khartoum. It was
reportedly made in the central area of Sudan to arm
tribesmen allied against the Sudanese Government.

This dJambia, hammered silver and other
adornments, was a gift to T.O. from the President of
Yemen.
